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Abstract: Technology has been part of human life including in education. One of the parts of technology is the YouTube application.  Youtube can function as a medium in learning English. One of the functions is watching Upin Ipin English Version. Upin Ipin is a Cartoon movie that contains the moral value. This value is needed to empower the students' character in order to increase students' quality of politeness. Recently there are many bad news that shows crime from adolescents. This application is considered to appropriate as an English medium in learning  English. The purpose of this study is to describe the ability of students to study, analyze, and translate moral values ​​contained in each episode of the Upin Ipin cartoon series. The research method taken is a qualitative method in which the ability of students to describe the value of moral tests. The result is for each episode serial cartoon Upin Ipin, 22 students were able to explain, 3 students were able to explain by example, and 6 students only explained the example of moral value. 
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1. INTRODUCTION
English has been learning since students in basic school or elementary school. Even it has been included in the curriculum of every subject in any kind of school. English is also one of the subjects that are assessed in the National Examination.  However, it is not making Indonesian students very well in speaking English actively. It is proven when they sit at the college or University. English is still one of the frightening subjects by the students. They still do not know what to say. At least they just can introduce their identity generally. Even when they were asked to stand up the class many of them still confused to differentiate between seventeen and seventy. They still confused to mention their birthday even date, month, or year. Basically, that is their lesson when they sit in elementary school. Thus, why is it occur? 

Basically, English is not a subject in the curriculum. But it is a tool for communication. As we speak in Indonesia Language as well as speak English. However, speaking English is not a habitual action yet for students in Indonesia. That is why English in Indonesia is categorized as a foreign language. It is different from English in some country in Asia. English in any other country has been part of their daily activity. For example Singapore and Malay. That country consists of many other ethnicities in the world. They need one language to communicate. That's why they have not any other choice to speak English in their daily activity.  They do not need correct grammar. They do not need the exact pronunciation. They only need an understanding of communication with each other. Even, actually to build good communication need good pronunciation and correct grammatically. 

Basically communicating in English has already involved and has been experienced by everyone, including in Indonesia. This can be proven in the daily vocabulary habits which are mostly derived from foreign absorption words. For example computers, cellphones, secondhand goods,  pick-up cars, social media, and many other foreign words without being noticed that have become Indonesian vocabulary. Unfortunately, most of the students in Indonesia were learning English only to pass the examination without realizing that language is very useful for their lives in the future.  
For example, when they encounter university they are assessed  English; when they want to go abroad to study they are assessed English; when they want to work abroad they are assessed English. Usually, the test is TOEFL or IELT. The purpose is to make it easy living in abroad. That is why English is important for communication in daily activity. 

In TOEFL there is four skill that is assessed. Students should have the ability to listen to short conversations, medium conversations, and long conversations. It is aimed to prepare themselves to be able to comprehend conversation in real life and building interaction. 

Listening Comprehension in English requires a long and continuous time because Listening Comprehension is an ability that needs to be learned and does not happen automatically. That is why English is the habitual action that should be practiced in daily activity. 
The second the ability to comprehend the grammatical structure that contains in speaking, reading, and writing. It is aimed to avoid the students from misunderstanding in communication in daily activity. Moreover, there are many differentiation cultures between Indonesia and other countries. Thus, this ability can help them to learn many variety of these cultures
The generation who lives in this era is lucky.  For recent years, they can learn anything from technology. Technology has been part of human life.  Big difference from the previous generation. Technology has changed the way of learning today. Learning is not only finding from the book but also can explore from the internet as they like. 

Humans have a mind from birth to be able to facilitate all activities in life. Technology is the result of the human mind. From time to time technology is experiencing increasingly sophisticated changes that cannot be separated from each segment of human life itself. Today, all fields have experienced significant changes when compared to human of life ten years or even twenty years before. Technology indirectly changes the values, morals, patterns of life, character, and culture of humans who have created the technology itself.
The character of human beings born in millennial times is of course very different from humans born in the seventies or eighties. There are some factors that influence the characters of each generation.
It looks from any other aspect such as economic, social and culture, behavior, value, or moral. The first aspect is economic. Most of the young generation is spoiled by many facilitation such as vehicles that can bring them anywhere they go. Otherwise, most of the previous generation were independent by themselves.
Second is the social and cultural aspects. Most millennials generation is not able to build social interaction in society. It can cause the habit to play the game from their gadget. It differs from their parent that traditional game was taught to make interaction, teamwork, management strategy, and others.  
 It is the parents' responsibility, the environment and teachers in schools that can create a positive character for the millennial generation. Character is innate, ethical and politeness that differentiates people. Character means someone who has a good personality. Several bad news was showing crime from adolescents. It indicates the moral value of the Indonesian generation in bad condition. For example sexual abuse, free sex, abortion, robbery,  harassment, theft to murder. 

In recent years, character education has built to be the best solution for improving the character of the Indonesian people. Today's morals and character need to be a concern in fostering a better human being can feel from various impacts such as the economy, social inequality which gave birth to crime, corruption, freedom of social media which increasingly colors news on television, newspapers, and electronic media. 

This is a shared responsibility and is the most difficult challenge as well as homework which is not only the responsibility of teachers in schools and lecturers on campus but all elements of society that form the elements of the nation's character itself.

The dependence on this technology can be used as a facility that can build positive character millennial generation. For example that current technology can use as a learning medium. 
One of the applications that can be used from technology is Youtube. As we know, youtube is the most popular application in the world. What is the relation between Youtube application and character-building? The answer is youtube application is function as a medium for the learner in learning English. 

Many scientists showed that film or video is the best media in learning. Because film-based media that is a type of audiovisual media.
Video is a medium that can connect language and meaning with sound, animation that is more effective than other learning media. With the sound, moving images, attractive colors, accompanied by writing that helps in the delivery of meaning; of course, it becomes something interesting and not boring for students in learning foreign languages in particular way. Most of the teacher has been using this method to help them in conveying the material in the class. The visualization has helped the teacher to explain the material without spending many words.. Kilickaya (2004). 

Besides each segment and parts of the film shown provide long memories for the viewers. This is not the same as teaching methods that use instructional  media other than film or video. (Shirazi, Hesabi, & Simin, 2015).

In addition, one of the advantages of using film as a learning medium is the material displayed. It is authentically that is in accordance with the needs, conditions, and situations of students in the class. The use of authentic material has been a concern for the past twenty years. (Wang, 2009) 

Although the authentic material in the film intended for the audience of the film itself not designed for learning in the classroom. The authentic material referred to the application of language in accordance with real-life situations and situations that adapted to the school curriculum. Martinez (2002). 

It depends on teachers’ creativity in matching the material in the curriculum with the material that is found in the internet. The teacher also can design their own video or film that related to the material that they will teach in the class. This material can be review for the next semester or next year or can be revised depend on situation. It is also needed the teacher creativity in using media film or video from internet by learning and thinking before deciding them to be the medium of learning in the class. (Ghani, 2015). 

For example, one of the audiovisual media in the form of films is a cartoon that is already familiar to every circle of Indonesian society, it is Upin and Ipin cartoon movie series originating from Malaysia. Upin - ipin cartoon movie is deemed appropriate as a medium in learning, especially for English subjects. This film media can support English teachers and lecturers in English as a Foreign Language class.

The basic concept of this learning media is the inculcation of moral values that apply daily.  It looks simple at a glance, but when traced deeper it turns out that from a cartoon film a lot of science and values that can be taught to children and the millennial generation today. (Yuksel, 2009)
English is the second language that applies in Malaysia. Upin & Ipin is a short series of computer-animated cartoon movies produced by Les' Copaque Production. It tells the story of two orphan twin brothers who show life and adventure in fictional Malaysian Kampung.
Upin & Ipin introduced on Malaysian private television on September 13, 2007. By utilizing social culture not far from Indonesia, Upin and Ipin cartoons can use as learning media in English subjects. There are two types of Upin Ipin cartoons, it is the Indonesian or Malay cartoons and the English version. It's just that the English version of the Upin Ipin cartoon movie series has never show on television. But the English version of the Upin Ipin cartoon movie series can be downloaded on youtube.

One of the uniqueness of the audiovisual media in the form of the film is, the utterances from the cast that are showing can write on the glass screen, so this is very appropriate for students who are learning the language that is in the film. (Thurn, 2016).

This is called subtitles or captions. Experts consider the writing on the screen can play an important role in reducing affective filters, which psychologically affect one's learning rather than just reading in a text where students focus on a set of texts in a book. (Karakas & Saricoban, 2015) (Zohrabi & Sabouri, 2015).

For example, high school students who are asked by teachers to learn simple past tense contained in narrative texts will be different from high school students who learn simple past tense through a video in the form of a short story. (Ebrahimi, 2016) In addition to differences in learning grammatical structures, these two students will experience the memory periods in memory in the mind at different times. (Ismaili, 2013) (İşcan, 2017)
As examples of values ​​taken from the Upin Ipin cartoon movie series, for example when Fizi shows his honesty by saying "Hmm hehehe betul cikgu, setengah hari ja". With honesty, he admitted that he was able to fast for only half a day. The value of honesty is one of the characters that can be taught to students and can apply in the real world. Upin told about the toy cars - ikhsan cars that had run out of battery. Then Opah told me about her time when she was still using traditional toys. The values that can learn in this story are togetherness and cooperation. There are many more examples of values that can take.(Rasyid, 2017). Several aspects can be learn from this video.
Another example is when Upin Ipin celebrate mother’s day. From their coversation many knowledge can be taken as moral value as well as having fun learning in the class. From the conversation below: 

Miss jasmine watch out 

Miss jasmin: good morning kids you may sit 

Children, a very specil day is coming up soon 

Anyone know what day? 

Upin : No idea miss jasmine what day is that? 

Mail : My birth day what else 

Meimei : I know I know 

Its Mothers day 

Miss jasmin: mmm thats right mei mei 

Ipin : Mothers day, whats that? 

Ikhsan : You mean you dont know anything about that? Mothers day is the day the water and the food 

I can’t wait 

Miss jasmin : mothers day is the day we appreciate our mother. On this day we give the flower and the card . thats is the way you show that you love them. They are the one who take care us from the day we were born 

The moral value from  Miss Jasmin’s explanation about the appreciation of our mother. As the return of those appreciations in one day in a year there is a celebration to express love to each of our mothers. The teacher can add some explanation or example in the class that the children should have the respect and politeness to the parents especially a mother 

Kids : mis Jasmin I dont want to celebrates the mothers day 

Mis jasmin : why not 

Kids : because my mother always scold me 

Miss jasmin : I am sure because you are naughty 

Jarjit : two trhree go to play when momy is angry I will run away 

The moral value in this conversation,  from the explanation of Miss Jasmin, can be learned that there is the law of cause and effect. It means that children who are getting punished because they are naughty.

Upin :ooo yeah thats nothing jarjit, we get mad sister rose everyday, Right Ipin? 
Jarjit : Two three angry sister, lucky i dont have any sisters 

Mei mei : you have to understand, mothers scolds us because they love us. If you good you wouldn’t scold like me . I never scold because i am a good girl. Right mis Jasmin? 

Miss jasmin : You’re right.Absolutely
The moral value from the conversation, it showed that Upin’s feelings about her sister. Then Mei-mei explains the law of cause and effect. There is no one who gets angry if you are not naughty.

Upin: Ipin we dont have mother, how we celebrate mothers day 

Ipin : mmmm I dont know 

Upin Ipin; Opa Opa is mother day towmorrow alright? 

Opa : I think so ... why ? 

Upin : Every one was talking about mothers day and get scold yesterday 

Ipin : yes yes yes 

Opa : like that, they have their mother 

Ipin : Oh come on opa, we wanna celebrate it too , but how?

From the conversation show that how the feeling of the children who have not a mother. It means that the teacher can explain how to thank God for the children who have not a mother anymore. The way to say thank you can be such as be a good kid, be a smart kid, be proud of kids, and others.

Upin : Rose, we dont have a mom, can we celebrate mothers day?

Rose : Of course 

Ipin : how ? 

You’ll see just wake up early tomorrow and follow me now go I need to finish my homework 

Upin:  Opa She’s not telling us 

Opa :  mmm dont worry she’ll tell you soon

From the conversation, we can learn that the effort of the twin Upin Ipin, even they have not a mother, but they have optimistic can celebrate Mother's Day.
Ipin : Opa why moms away ? Come on opa tell us 

Opa : alright, sit down . your mother was a good person. She loved to help others
Upin : so thats we like to help others right Ipin ?  Did she like to scould ? 

Opa : No your mother was not like scould and loved person

Upin ; Mmm not like some people .. Opa, was mom beautiful ? 

Rose : of course , just like me 

Opa : yes she was beautiful she had a mole like me 

Upin: Ipin, too bad we dont have mother anymore, yeee if we did we can celebrate mothers day 

Opa : enough,  I’m going to the kitchen

Upin; come on Ipin lets go play with our friends 

From the conversation, the moral value that can be taken such as the dialogue even their mother has passed away, want to know what their mother looks like was. Their grandmother tries to explain that what looks like their mother was. Learning from this conversation, we can say thank God for children who still have a mother.  

Upin : fizzi lets go play.

Fizzy; I can’t. I am buzy right now 

Upin : Busy, How come ? 

Fizzy : Mothers’ day is tomorrow remember? I am helping my mom clean the house 

Upin : thats really nice you 

Fizzy : i dont have the choice 

Upin : Its OK then, let ask ikhsan lets go 

Upin : Iksan iksan 

Ikhsan : just the minute ...What 

Ipin : Lets just go play 

Ikhsan : I can’t, I am busy eat, hhmmm I am busy helping my sister making cake 

Upin ; haaaa is that your birthday ? 

Ikhsan : No, its mother’s day 

Ipin: Are you sure you’re helping not eating? 

Ikhsan : I am not eating 

Ipin : really ? 

The moral value from the conversation is the consistency of Upin Ipin’s friends to celebrate Mother's  Day tomorrow. They help their family to prepare everything needed. Those are the examples are the moral value that can learn from Upin Ipin as one of the mediums in learning English. 

2. METHOD 
This research is descriptive qualitative research. Descriptive research is research that outlines an explanation of a phenomenon with a detailed description. This study aims to discover the ability of students to study and find the moral values ​​ in each episode of Upin Ipin Serial Cartoon Movies. Therefore to achieve the objective of the research there was a series of observations, interview and tests.
There are three steps in collecting the data. The first step is observation, the second step is the interview, and the last step is the test. There were 31 students involved in this research. For the observation step, they were asked to watch the Upin Ipin serial cartoon movie. They could choose any episode as they like. The time was given around three months. During the time, they were also asked to take notice of what titles they watched. The duration of they were watching, the schedule and the location of they watched find out the progress of the research, every month, they were asked to show they notice.

For the step of the interview, only some students can be involved. They were asked about their feeling after watching serial cartoon Upin Ipin. Most of them answered that it was an interesting activity as well as can increase their ability in listening to English conversations.
The steps taken in this test were as described in the previous chapter that students asked to watch the upin and ipin videos in the English language YouTube version of the theme they like and then express the moral values contained in the video. The rubric used to answer the research question is as follows:

Based on the example of Upin Ipin in an episode of Mother’s Day every conversation the moral value can be learned. By using this method, this research tries to find the same thing through the student's ability to comprehend the moral value in the movie. They would explain every conversation especially the moral value that contains in each episode serial cartoon Upin Ipin. 

To measure their ability, it needs the rubric to find out their ability.   The range of the score from less than twenty up to is more than eightyOn the other hand, for the students who get less than twenty means that they cannot exactly explain the moral value of the story in serial cartoon Upin Ipin; the categorize is very less. The range between twenty-one up to forty means that they can convey only one or two moral values; the categorize is less. The range between forty-one sixty means that even they have been able to mention moral value but still unclear; the categorize is sufficient. The range between sixty-one up to eighty means the moral values mentioned are clear but cannot connect to aspects of daily life; the categorize is good. The range of more than eighty one means that the moral values expressed are clear and can relate them to aspects of daily life (including examples); the categorize is excellent. 

3. FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION 

After conducting three steps in collecting and analyzing data. This research is aim to describe students’ ability in explaining the moral value in Upin Ipin serial cartoon movie as well as improve their speaking and listening ability in English. Therefore, to analyze this objective, it was found the result as there were six students could mention only one or two moral value Upin Ipin serial cartoon movie. It means that only 19,3 % of students were able to deliver moral value from the movie that they have bee watching for three months. Then twenty-two students begin to be able to explain the moral value in Upin Ipin  serial cartoon even they cannot connect to the aspect of daily life. In other words, at least 68,2% have got the idea of the message of moral value in the movie. Three students were able to explain clearly moral values that contain in Upin Ipin serial cartoon movie and they can give example. It means that 9,6% of students were able to explain the moral value of in Upin Ipin serial cartoon and connect the value into daily activity. The conclusion can show through this table:
