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Abstract

Literacy is very important in all aspects of life, both in education, the workplace and in
general society, and can be seen as a change that takes place slowly and gradually over a
long period of time which is used as a basis for the development of Indonesian education.
This research aims to determine the influence of literacy habits on the results of the
Minimum Competency Assessment (AKM) literacy for class V students at SD Negeri
Binangun in the 2023/2024 academic year with a research sample of 14 students. This
research used a quantitative approach with a pre-experimental research design, namely
One Group Pretest-Posttest Design. In data collection technique, data was collected by
giving a pretest to measure students' initial literacy skills, followed by treatment in the
form of literacy habits, and ending with a posttest to measure the increase in literacy
skills. In analysis, the data was analyzed by measuring the level of significance between
the pretest and posttest results to determine the influence of literacy habits on the AKM
literacy results. The results of this research showed that literacy habits have a significant
influence on the results of the Minimum Competency Assessment (AKM) for literacy of
class V students, with a significance level (2-tailed) > 0.05, namely 0.179 > 0.05. In
conclusion, literacy habits have a positive influence in improving the results of the
Minimum Competency Assessment for literacy of class V students at SD Negeri
Binangun.

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INTRODUCTION

In the context of literacy enculturation, the government has officially set
Minimum Competency Assessment (Asesmen Kompetensi Minimum/AKM) which is an
assessment guideline that contains questions to determine the extent of students’ literacy.
AKM is a basic qualification required by each student so that they are able to develop
positive skills in society that aims to raise educational standards and provide accurate
information to improve the quality of teaching and learning and develop students’
character skills (Puspita et al., 2022). Literacy is crucial in all facets of life, whether in
education, the workplace, or the general public. Literacy can be seen as a slow and gradual
change that takes place over an extended length of time which is used as a basis for the
development of Indonesian education (Lestari & Aini, 2024).

One of the reforms carried out is the national exam in 2021 replacing the
Minimum Competency Assessment. According to Nadiem Makarim, Minister of
Education and Culture (Mendikbud) The implementation of the UN which was changed
to AKM was based on the results of surveys and discussions with various related parties
in the field of education including teachers, students, and guardians. According to him,
the UN is very difficult and contains dense material so that students tend to just memorize
and have nothing to do with their learning competencies. This triggers stress for students,
even parents, who ultimately the final results of the UN will be a benchmark for how well
individual students learn. UN only reaches the mastery of the material, but has not reached
the overall ability of students. Nationally with a quick benchmark can be useful for the
education system. However, what will be evaluated and who will be evaluated will be
determined through the minimum competency assessment’s implementation (Pusat
Asesmen dan Pembelajaran Kemendikbud, 2020).

Education in schools has several challenges, such as low student understanding of
the concept of literacy, a rigid or unresponsive learning system, and a relatively low level
of teacher expertise, which leads to a lack of progress in the classroom (Lestari & Aini,
2024). One of the things that needs to be studied frequently is the participation of students
invoved in the procedure and the results of student gaining knowledge are the main
benchmarks that teachers can use in evaluating learning activities that can be used later
in schools. This is related to the creativity, expertise, and abilities of teachers. The focus
of teaching materials on literacy needs to be given more attention because one of the goals
of teaching is to help students achieve their potential and maximum results. Learning
media that emphasize literacy are also no less important for fostering student motivation.
Literacy is very broad, not limited to certain lessons but also includes other forms of
literacy, such as everyday life or history.

One of the instabilities of literacy skills in the research location of Binangun State
Elementary School is that teachers still consistently explain using the lecture method in
full. Students only become learners and observers. After using the lecture method, the
teacher uses questions and answers by asking several students. This is done unevenly so
that students are less active in participating in class. Furthermore, the teacher gives
students a short time to discuss with other students to work on assignments related to the
learning that has been explained. Education like this is called a conventional or traditional
education model, traditional teaching that emphasizes memorization and completing
assignments can reduce students’ understanding in exploring lesson materials
independently (Putra, 2021). So it tends to make students bored and less interested in
learning related to literacy.
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The study’s issue is the fifth-grade students’ poor literacy levels at Binangun State
Elementary School. This low literacy is revealed from the findings from the AKM pretest
which shows an average literacy skill of 37.85714. Using these statistics, fifth-grade
students’ literacy abilities at Binangun State Elementary School are still low and efforts
are needed to overcome this. Efforts used to improve students’ literacy skills include
implementing literacy habituation activities. Given the importance of learning literacy,
teachers are anticipated to be capable of plan activities that attract students’ interest in
learning, which basically a person’s interest has a significant influence on the desired
results, because with a person’s interest in doing something they are interested in, they
can motivate themselves to want to play an active role in learning (Siamah et al., 2023).

Learning improvements that can be made to overcome these problems so that
student learning outcomes increase are through literacy movements with literacy habits
15 minutes before learning begins, literacy movements using reading corners, and literacy
movements by making wall magazines are alternative solutions to support student
learning in the industrial revolution era. Learning is very flexible and interesting, both in
terms of image display and images and sound. Therefore, this literacy movement will be
a smart solution in order to establish a more interesting and interactive learning
atmosphere within the classroom that supports student interpretation of the material
presented by educators (Lestari & Aini, 2024). In general, this study’s objective is to
examine how literacy practices affect fifth-grade students’ performance on the minimum
competency assessment (AKM) of literacy. Activities that specifically describe literacy
with learning outcomes that can be obtained through the motivation and enthusiasm for
learning of each individual (Salsabila & Muchlis, 2024).

METHOD

This study used a quantitative approach, in this approach the data will be analyzed
quantitatively with the aim of testing the hypothesis that has been proposed with the
analysis of the t-test data (paired sample T-Test). The type of research used is Pre-
experimental pre-test and post-test research. Pre-experimental research design One Group
Pretest-Posttest Design. This design only uses one set of limitations, namely the
experimental group without a control group. The sampling technique uses a
nonprobability sampling technique with a purposive sampling type which means a sample
selection technique from certain considerations, namely using sampling of existing
groups (intact groups) as the sample population. As a result, researchers do not collect
samples from the population individually but in the form of intact groups or can be said
in the form of classes. This is due to the homogeneity of the population when viewed
from the cognitive abilities of students. Of all the existing classes, the researcher chose
one class, namely VV SDN Binangun in the 2023/2024 academic year as an experimental
class consisting of 14 students with details (3 females and 11 males) on the grounds that
the AKM Class is implemented in class V.

Data collection used in this study is a test technique that uses the type of test,
namely pre-test and post-test. The pretest is completed at the initial stage before being
given treatment, while the posttest is completed after being given treatment. The
implementation of the pretest and posttest is carried out at school using an application
that has been provided which contains questions. The test used by the researcher is a
guestion consisting of 20 literacy questions. The questions arranged in it are related to
literacy questions obtained from the motivation application provided by the Ministry of
Education and Culture which can only be accessed by students who participate in
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government programs such as campus teaching so that researchers do not need to conduct
validity and reliability tests, in order to obtain information on literacy learning outcomes
that measure students’ mastery of the material. The goal is to find out whether literacy
habits affect the results of the minimum competency assessment (AKM) of student
literacy. The selection of the initial data source must be in accordance with the data to be
studied. The data analysis technique used is an analysis technique consisting of initial
prerequisites followed by data analysis techniques. The initial prerequisite analysis is in
the form of a normality test, to determine whether the data is normally distributed or not.
If it is normally distributed, data analysis is carried out using the t-test (paired sample T-
Test), carried out to determine the significance of the difference between the pretest and
posttest results which are described by the average before and after the application of
normal.

FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION
Findings

The results of the effectiveness analysis are based on the results of the first pretest
and posttest measurements with the Normality Test. Data is considered normal if the
significance level is > 0.05. The sample size in the study was 14 students. The normality
tests that are often used are usually the Kolmogorov-Smirnov test and the Shapiro Wilk
test. The following are the results of the literacy normality test.

In table 1, the literacy normality test explains that Kolmogorov-Smirnov with the
pretest results has a Sig. value of 0.064, which means that this result is very significant.
Because the significant value is > 0.05, this indicates that the pretest data is normally
distributed, thus Ho is accepted. While in the posttest there is a Sig. value of 0.200, which
means that this result is also significant. Because the significant value is > 0.05, it
indicates that the posttest data is also normally distributed, thus Ho is accepted. In the
Shapiro-Wilk column, the pretest results produce a Sig. value of 0.178, which means that
this result is very significant. Because the significant value is > 0.05, it indicates that the
pretest data is normally distributed, thus Ho is accepted. Then for the posttest results, it
produces a Sig. value of 0.705, which means that this result is also very significant.
Because the significant value is > 0.05, it indicates that the posttest data is also normally
distributed. This can also be seen in the results of pictures or plot diagrams of the pretest
and posttest results as follows.

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Based on the results of partial hypothesis testing (T-test), the Sig value (2-tailed)
i50.179 > 0.05, so Ho is accepted and Ha is rejected. Based on the research results above,
the learning process carried out after being given literacy habituation treatment to
improve the results of the minimum competency assessment showed good results, so it
can be concluded that there is a difference in the average between the pretest and posttest
results, so it can be concluded that literacy habituation has a significant effect on the
results of the AKM of literacy of class V students of SD Negeri Binangun.

Discussion

The Minimum Competency Assessment evaluates the fundamental skills that all
students must possess in order to develop their potential and actively participate in
activities that benefit society. The AKM which was inaugurated by the government
should be a goal in getting students ready for the twenty-first century by using different
abilities that need to be developed and are expected to produce skills or life skills,
specifically possessing the capacity for communication, creativity, and critical thinking
(Ngurahrai et al., 2019). Minister of Education and Culture (Mendikbud) Nadiem
Makarim said that AKM will start to be implemented in September-October 2021 (Klarita
& Syafi’ah, 2022).

AKM at the Elementary School level, especially Elementary Schools/Islamic
Elementary Schools (SD/MI), was implemented in October 2021 at the Elementary
School/Ml level in class V (Klarita & Syafi’ah, 2022). The taking of grade levels such as
grade V is intended so that students can feel the revision of learning while they are still
at the school and are able to understand the lessons sufficiently and not burden students.
Not only that, AKM is also needed to capture the effects of the learning process in each
educational unit. Schools can be said to have contributed to learning outcomes measured
in AKM, because grade 5 students have faced the learning process at their school (Pusat
Asesmen dan Pembelajaran Kemendikbud, 2020).

During the implementation of AKM in 2021, students experienced confusion in
understanding the questions because students were new to literacy and numeracy
questions. This is in line with the results of the research conducted (Mahmud & Pratiwi,
2019) stated that in working on AKM questions, With little knowledge of the essential
content, students struggle to comprehend reading comprehension problems and
mathematical statements, struggle to come up with a solution plan, and struggle to draw
inferences. Additional studies were also carried out by (Sari et al., 2020) shows that the
level of students’ ability in solving AKM questions is still relatively low and in facing
AKM students need further planning.

Research done by Lestari & Aini (2024), conducted at SDN Ploso Wonoayu
discussing the effect of literacy and numeracy flipbooks on the AKM results of grade V
students. This study shows that the use of flipbooks as a learning medium has a significant
effect on the AKM results of grade V students at SDN Ploso Wonoayu. The difference
between previous research and the latest research is that previous research focused on the
effect of using flipbooks as a learning medium to improve students’ AKM results, while
many previous studies focused more on traditional teaching methods or the use of other
media that are less interactive, while the latest research emphasizes literacy habits as a
strategy to improve minimum literacy assessment results, without specifically mentioning
certain learning media. Therefore, the latest research not only contributes to the
understanding of the importance of literacy but also provides practical solutions to
improve students’ literacy skills effectively.
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Research by Muhamad et al. (2023) that there is a significant relationship between
literacy and health, where higher levels of education are associated with better
understanding of health information and adherence to treatment. The difference between
previous studies and the latest research is that previous studies focused on the relationship
between literacy and various aspects of health or education without specifically assessing
the impact of literacy habits on student competency assessment results, while the latest
research is more focused on how literacy habits can improve academic competence,
especially in the minimum competency assessment faced by Primary School students.
This offers a new perspective with an emphasis on the importance of literacy habits as a
key factor in improving students’ minimum competencies, which may not have been
widely studied before. This makes the latest research relevant to the context of primary
education in Indonesia, especially in facing the challenges of low reading interest and
literacy skills among students.

Research done by Hartini & Syariffudin (2023) shows that literacy
implementation has a positive and significant effect on the results of the Minimum
Competency Assessment (AKM) of class VIII students at UPT SPF SMP Negeri 1
Parepare. The difference between previous research and the latest research is that the
previous research focused on the implementation of literacy at the junior high school level
and its impact on the AKM results of class VIII students at SMP Negeri 1 Parepare. This
study emphasizes the effect of literacy on students’ reading and numeracy skills and
includes quantitative analysis of the pre-test and post-test results, while the latest research
focuses more on grade V students, who are a different age group and may have different
literacy needs and challenges compared to junior high school students. This study can
explore how daily literacy habits in the elementary school environment can affect the
results of the minimum competency assessment. The results of this study can be the basis
for developing better education policies in improving literacy skills at the elementary
level.

Research done by Patriana et al. (2021) shows several significant things related to
the cultivation of numeracy literacy in elementary schools, especially in the context of
the Minimum Competency Assessment (AKM). The difference between previous
research and the latest research is that the previous research focused on the cultivation of
numeracy literacy in general in curricular activities, including planning, implementing,
and controlling (monitoring) the learning process in elementary schools, while the latest
research focuses more specifically on the influence of literacy habits on the results of
minimum competency assessments. This includes an analysis of how reading habits and
regular use of numeracy literacy can improve assessment results as measured through
AKM (Minimum Competency Assessment). This latest research will not only add insight
into literacy habits but also provide practical recommendations to improve the quality of
education at SD Negeri Binangun.

Research done by Wibayanti et al. (2020) shows that school literacy movements
and reading habits have a significant influence on student achievement both individually
and in combination. The difference between previous research and the latest research is
that the previous research focused on student achievement in general, while this research
focuses on the minimum competency assessment (AKM) which more specifically
measures literacy skills. This is an update because AKM is more relevant to current
education policies and provides a new perspective based on geographical conditions.
Focusing on the results of the minimum assessment provides a clear picture of the
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effectiveness of the literacy habit program in improving students’ basic reading and
writing skills.

Habitual activities in the Literacy Movement can increase students’ interest in
reading more effectively and efficiently (Lestari et al., 2023). This socialization activity
is carried out in accordance with the references that have been prepared by the Ministry
of Education and Culture (Rahayu et al., 2023) said that the Ministry of Education and
Culture’s School Literacy Movement (GLS) materials cover a number of phases,
including learning, development, and habituation. Collaboration with teachers can
accelerate and facilitate the process of developing reading literacy through the Literacy
Movement. Teachers bring knowledge and experience in teaching reading, provide
educational resources, and have a strong influence on students. They can help design
appropriate literacy programs, teach literacy skills, and motivate students to be active in
literacy activities (Kardiman et al., 2022). In addition, teachers can identify students who
need extra attention in literacy development and contribute to the evaluation and
improvement of the Literacy Movement. Effective collaboration with teachers can be the
key to success in improving reading literacy in schools or communities (Kisyani &
Laksono, 2019).

Literacy habituation is a strategic step that can improve students’ literacy skills.
This process does not only involve formal learning, but also includes daily activities that
can build reading habits and understand information. Research shows that students who
are involved in literacy activities regularly tend to have better learning outcomes, as seen
from the increase in the results of the Minimum Class Competency Assessment in this
study. One Group Pretest-Posttest and the Pre-Experimental Design Method provides a
clear picture of the changes that occur before and after the implementation of literacy
habits. This allows researchers to measure the direct impact of the intervention. The data
analysis results indicated that there was a noteworthy increase in students’ literacy skills,
indicating the effectiveness of this method in the context of basic education.

Activities conducted in order to enhance the minimal competency assessment’s
outcomes, namely the implementation of 15-minute literacy activities involving all school
residents to support the program’s success so that it is implemented properly. This is
supported by the opinion (Supadi & Santoso, 2021) that teachers are the first basic capital,
namely being a harmonious teacher, which means teachers are able to share roles with
students. During the learning process, teachers not only deliver materials, but also become
guides, motivators, and evaluators. In addition, teachers must be capable of producing a
conducive atmosphere for students.

The reading habit program developed together with the teachers of Binangun State
Elementary School has a scheme that focuses on improving students’ reading skills by
encouraging them to read every day. This reading habit activity is carried out for 15
minutes before learning begins, with teachers accompanying students while reading. One
of the activities carried out is rotating book literacy which is carried out once a week
where the activities alternate every day per class. This rotating book literacy is related to
the 15-minute literacy habit before learning takes place which aims to foster students’
concentration in reading books according to subjects or other reading books. Each student
is expected to actively listen to what their friends read.

After all students have finished reading aloud in turns, the teacher invites students
to discuss with each other. This discussion aims to understand and explore students’
understanding of the reading they have heard from classmates (Dafit et al., 2023). The
teacher asks questions that lead to reading comprehension and asks students to share their
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opinions. Reading aloud is an activity of reading books out loud which is carried out
routinely so that students are interested in reading, can read and finally enjoy reading
(Hanifah & Lestiyanawati, 2023). Reading aloud also fulfills several aspects of literacy
needs, namely the ability to understand reading and children’s love of books. Students
who still have difficulty in reading and writing will receive special guidance during the
reading habituation process. Namely by carrying out reading literacy activities carried out
during student breaks in the library. This reading and writing literacy is the basis of
literacy that must be mastered to support the smoothness of other literacies. Reading and
writing literacy as knowledge and ability to read and write, process and understand
information when reading and writing, as well as the ability to analyze, respond, and use
language (Dwijayati & Rahmawati, 2021). This program aims to improve students’
reading skills and provide extra attention to those who need additional assistance
(Robikho et al., 2024). Therefore, this reading habituation program can help create a
stronger literacy environment in schools. The habit of reading will be an ongoing
program, starting from grade one to grade six, with literacy levels adjusted to the grade
level of students. Community service activities will ensure good control and coordination
with teachers, so that this habituation program can run sustainably. With this approach,
efforts to improve the results of the minimum competency assessment (AKM) of literacy
for grade V students of SD Negeri Binangun will become an integral part of their
educational experience throughout elementary school.

The second activity is a literacy movement using a reading corner, which is one
of the accesses to literacy activities as a mini library in the classroom so that students are
closer and more familiar with their reading materials (Erviyenni etal., 2022). The purpose
of this reading corner is to stimulate the emergence of students’ interest in reading. A
reading corner can also be interpreted as a place to read to attract students’ attention so
that they can find new things from the library materials provided in the reading corner
(Ningrum et al., 2020). The final task involves creating a wall magazine, a type of
informational medium that is frequently used in schools, particularly elementary schools,
to promote literacy. Mading or bulletin boards are other names for wall magazines. As
stated by (Aviani, 2023), one of the simple and inexpensive forms of information and
communication that are affixed to the wall is the wall magazine, also known as mading.
This convenience stems from the fact that wall magazines, particularly for primary school
instructors and students, may be created by anyone with the necessary skills and
motivation. This wall magazine can be filled with students’ work, aiming to encourage
students’ enthusiasm in producing work, either in the form of writing or pictures.

Literacy habits are important to hone students’ reading skills and understanding
of reading material (Alfiana et al., 2023). This is supported by previous research by
(Muhamad et al., 2023) that reading habits have a positive and significant influence on
improving academic competence. Literacy implementation does not only affect reading
ability. Literacy implementation also affects students’ reading and numeracy abilities
(Hartini & Syariffudin, 2023). Similar research was also conducted Patriana et al. (2021)
that there is a general numeracy literacy culture in curricular activities, including
planning, implementation, and control (monitoring) of the learning process in elementary
schools. This was also expressed by Wibayanti et al. (2020) that school literacy
movements and reading habits have a significant influence on student achievement both
individually and in combination. Similar research was also conducted by Lestari & Aini
(2024) that the use of flip books as a learning medium has a significant influence on the
results of the Minimum Competency Assessment of class V students.
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Previous studies focused more on students’ reading skills and reading interests.
While this study focuses more on improving the results of the minimum competency
assessment (AKM) of literacy through literacy habits 15 minutes before learning begins
and adjusted to the characteristics of elementary school students. However, literacy habits
in this study also foster reading habits in students. This can be seen from the number of
students who read outside of literacy habits activities 15 minutes before learning begins.
However, there are limitations, namely the number of quality reading books available is
small, making students feel bored reading the same book.

Although the research results show positive impacts, challenges in implementing
literacy habits in schools remain. For example, teachers’ low understanding of literacy-
based learning methods and the lack of infrastructure that supports literacy activities in
the classroom need to be addressed. Therefore, teacher training and professional
development are essential to ensure the success of this program. The strength of this study
is that students can develop reading and comprehension skills which are key components
in literacy. Literacy habits encourage students to be more actively involved in the learning
process, so that they are not only passive listeners but also contribute to discussions and
learning activities. Through literacy habituation activities, students are expected to form
good reading habits, which will be useful not only in school but also in everyday life.
With interesting and interactive methods, literacy habits can increase students’ interest in
reading, which is the first step in creating a more literate generation. Through the use of
innovative media and learning methods, students can learn in a more fun and interesting
way, thereby increasing their learning motivation.

The weaknesses of this study lie in several aspects that need to be considered to
improve the effectiveness and learning outcomes of students. First, this study has not
provided adequate guidance regarding the strengths, weaknesses, and planning that is
appropriate to the needs of each individual student. This shows that additional support
and advice from teachers are still needed so that students can understand and implement
literacy habits better. The selection of suggestions or learning methods used in this study
also has a major influence on the subsequent learning process. Without considering the
unique characteristics and needs of each student, the approach applied may not be fully
effective in improving their literacy skills. Therefore, it is important to pay attention to
the aspect of individualization in learning so that each student can participate actively and
get maximum benefits from literacy activities.

The results of this study can be the basis for developing more effective educational
policies in improving literacy skills at the elementary level. By considering the
importance of literacy habits, the government and educational institutions need to
establish programs that support literacy activities in elementary schools.

CONCLUSION

The conclusion of this study shows that there is a significant influence of literacy
habits on improving the results of the minimum competency assessment (AKM) of
literacy of grade V students at SD Negeri Binangun. Based on data analysis using the pre-
experimental method with the One Group Pretest-Posttest design, the pretest results
showed that the average literacy ability of students was still low, which was 37.85714.
After the implementation of literacy habits, the posttest results showed a significant
increase, with a significance level (2-tailed) of 0.179, which is greater than 0.05. This
indicates that literacy habits are effective in improving students’ literacy abilities. Thus,
it can be concluded that the implementation of literacy habituation activities, such as
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reading together and the use of interesting learning media, has a positive impact on
students’ literacy skills.

Suggestions for teachers, teachers should prioritize the integration of literacy
habits into the daily routine in the classroom. This can be done by giving 15 minutes
before the lesson begins to read together or using a reading corner. Make sure to promote
active student participation in discussions and group activities. This can help students
understand the material better and improve their communication skills. Suggestions for
students, students should be accustomed to reading regularly. They can start by reading
light books or interesting articles before the lesson begins, students should try to actively
participate in discussions and group activities. This will help them understand the material
better and improve their communication skills, and students can explore their creativity
in learning by making wall magazines or other projects relevant to the theme of literacy.
Suggestions for future researchers, researchers should expand the sample size to increase
the generalizability of the research results. This will provide a more accurate picture of
the effectiveness of literacy habits in various contexts, researchers should consider adding
control variables in the research design to compare the results with a group that does not
receive the same treatment. This will help determine whether the observed changes are
due to literacy habits or other factors.
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
